I‘ The Book of Common Prayer ‘I

Since the Book of Common Prayer was first
published in England, there have been numerous
revisions. For American Anglicans (and even many
Episcopalians) the 1928 version is still the most
prized worship and liturgical form around. When
GKS aySge .221 2F /2Y
1979 (which was merely the latest in a lengthening
line of Prayer Book revisions done by the Episcopal
Church in America in the past 300 years), whole
parishes balked (and walked) because of the
changes; faithful within the church looked for vari-
ous means of preserving their beloved version of
the BCP by various means, i.e., holding a 1928 ser-
vice once a month or every Wednesday afternoon.

Despite the fact that much of the
G{ KF1SaLSI NBI yé
tained in the Rite | form in the 1979 BCP, there are
key differences that make the 1928 book the stan-
dard bearer for conservative and traditional Ameri-
can Anglicans as well as many Episcopalians.

Like any BCP version, it has the principle ser-
vices of the churcht Communion, Morning Prayer,
Evening Prayer, Marriage rite, Funeral rite, the
Psalter, the Calendar. It also has rites not included
in updatest the churching of women, for example;
neither will one find inclusive language in the or-
ders of ordination here, for women were not ad-
mitted to the three-fold ranks of bishop, priest and
deacon while this book was primary. It also con-
tains the collects, epistles and gospel readings for
Sundays and major feast days, omitted as well
from the later BCP.

The catechism is vastly changed from this to
the 1979 versiont it is worth comparing the two
to see how changes have taken place. Similarly,
the Articles of Religion which conclude the 1928
BCP are placed under the ambiguous heading of
Gl AA0G2NROIE 520dzvYSyida

Reviewing the various revisions, such as the
1559 BCP, the 1662 BCP, the 1928 BCP, and even
the New Zealand BCP, shows a grand tradition of
diversity and continuity in Anglican liturgy. The
1928 BCP is a strong link between past and the
present.
